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The Treaties of Rome are two treaties signed in Rome on 25 March 1957 which came into force on 1 January
1958:

• the Treaty establishing the European Economic Community , also referred to as the EEC Treaty
, established theEuropean Economic Community (EEC) ;

• the Treaty establishing the European Atomic Energy Community , also referred to as the Eu-
ratom Treaty , established theEuropean Atomic Energy Community (EAEC orEuratom ).

Both were signed by the six founding Member States: Belgium, France, Italy, Luxembourg, the Netherlands
and West Germany. The EEC Treaty is the legal basis for the European Union (EU) .

The EEC Treaty has been amended and renamed on several occasions, the most important of which were:

• the 1993 Treaty of Maastricht on European Union renaming the Treaty establishing the European Eco-
nomic Community (EEC Treaty) to the Treaty establishing the European Community or EC
Treaty ;

• the Treaty of Lisbon, which entered into force on 1 December 2009, replacing the EC Treaty with the
Treaty on the Functioning of the European Union (TFEU) .
