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Amendments to the Cabinet Regulation No. 328 of 18 June 2013 on ‘Requirements for Slaughterhouses if Meat of Animals Slaughtered Therein is Sold on the Domestic Market in Small Quantities’
Issued pursuant to Section 25(12)
 of the Veterinary Medicine Law
· Cabinet Regulation No. 328 of 18 June 2013 on ‘Requirements for Slaughterhouses if Meat of Animals Slaughtered Therein is Sold on the Domestic Market in Small Quantities’ (Latvijas Vēstnesis, 2013, No. 121; 2020, No. 205) shall be amended as follows:
· 1. Word Paragraph 2 as follows:
· ‘2. The Regulation shall apply to the meat of domestic ungulates, farmed game, hunted wild game and ratites, poultry and lagomorphs obtained in slaughterhouses where both animals of the same species and of various species are slaughtered, provided that their quantities per week do not exceed the following:
· 2.1. when slaughtering only animals of the same species:
· 2.1.1. 100 sheep;
· 2.1.2. 100 goats;
· 2.1.3. 50 pigs;
· 2.1.4. 10 cattle;
· 2.1.5. when slaughtering wild game animals:
· 2.1.5.1. 10 farmed large game animals;
· 2.1.5.2 100 farmed small game animals;
· 2.1.5.3 10 large hunted wild game animals, including beavers;
· 2.1.5.4. 100 small hunted wild game animals;
· 2.1.6. 10 horses;
· 2.1.7. when slaughtering poultry and ratites:
· 2.1.7.1. 2 880 poultry with a carcass weight of up to 1.5 kg;
· 2.1.7.2. 1 500 poultry with a carcass weight of 1.5 to 5 kg;
· 2.1.7.3. 600 poultry with a carcass weight of 5 to 25 kg;
· 2.1.7.4. 200 ratites with a carcass weight exceeding 10 kg.
· 2.1.8. 500 lagomorphs;
· 2.2. when slaughtering animals of various species:
· 2.2.1. 30 sheep;
· 2.2.2 30 goats;
· 2.2.3 30 pigs;
· 2.2.4. three cattle;
· 2.2.5. when slaughtering wild game animals:
· 2.2.5.1. three farmed large game animals;
· 2.2.5.2. 50 farmed small game animals;
· 2.2.5.3. three large hunted wild game animals, including beavers;
· 2.2.5.4. 50 small hunted wild game animals;
· 2.2.6. three horses;
· 2.2.7. when slaughtering poultry and ratites:
· 2.2.7.1. 1 500 poultry with a carcass weight of up to 1.5 kg;
· 2.2.7.2. 600 poultry with a carcass weight of 1.5 to 5 kg;
· 2.2.7.3. 200 poultry with a carcass weight of 5 to 25 kg;
· 2.2.7.4. 70 ratites with a carcass weight exceeding 10 kg.
· 2.2.8. 300 lagomorphs.’
· 2. Supplement Paragraph 3.5. as follows:
· ‘3.5. to a recognised meat processing operator for processing and distribution of meat on the local market.’
· 3. Supplement Paragraph 3.1 as follows:
· ‘3.1 An approved meat processing operator shall notify the Food and Veterinary Service (hereinafter, the Service) of changes in the activities of the food operator when starting the processing of the meat referred to in this Regulation in accordance with the procedures for the approval and registration of food operators.’
· 4. Supplement Paragraph 3.2 as follows:
· ‘3.2 An approved meat processing operator receiving meat from slaughterhouses if the meat of slaughtered animals is sold on the local market in small quantities shall ensure: 
· 3.21. complete separation of raw materials and finished products required for the production process from other raw materials received by the approved operator and products produced in time or space;
· 3.22. sale of the produced products only on the local market in the territory of Latvia, labelled pursuant to Paragraphs 17 and 18 of this Regulation;
· 3.23. availability of documented information to the Service regarding the movement of raw materials and produced products.’
· 5. Supplement Paragraph 8.5.1 as follows:
· ‘8.5.1 freezing of meat;’.
· 6. Word Paragraph 11 as follows:
· ‘11. Each subsequent animal, except for poultry and lagomorphs shall be slaughtered only after the previous animal has been slaughtered, handled, and the place of slaughter has been cleaned and washed.’
· 7. Word Paragraph 12 as follows:
· ‘12. Poultry and lagomorphs shall be slaughtered in groups (the animals brought into the slaughter premises at one time). The place of slaughter shall be cleaned and washed after the slaughter and handling of each group.’
· 8. Delete Paragraph 12.1.
· 9. Word Paragraph 13 as follows:
· ‘13. Ante mortem and post mortem inspections at a slaughterhouse shall be performed by and the health mark, except as referred in Paragraphs 14.1 and 14.2 of this Regulation, shall be applied by a veterinarian authorised by the Service (hereinafter, the authorised veterinarian).’
· 10. Amend Paragraph 14.1 as follows:
· ‘14.1 Where a poultry or lagomorph farm is located at the slaughterhouse, with the Service notified accordingly, ante mortem and post mortem inspections of poultry and lagomorphs may be performed by a person authorised by the Service, who pursuant to the laws and regulations on circulation of small quantities of poultry and lagomorph meat has completed a training course on ante mortem and post mortem inspections of poultry and lagomorphs.’
· 11. Supplement Paragraph 14.2 as follows:
· ‘14.2 A post mortem inspection of game may be performed by a person who pursuant to the laws and regulations on the requirements for circulation and supply of game animals and their meat to final consumers in small quantities has also acquired skills on post mortem inspection of hunted animals approved by the Service.’
· 12. Word Paragraph 16 as follows:
· ‘16. The meat shall be cut and sold only after it has been completely chilled or frozen, ensuring an internal temperature at all stages of food circulation of no more than:
· 16.1. 3°C for offal;
· 16.2. 4°C for the meat of poultry, lagomorphs and small game;
· 16.3. 7°C for other types of meat.
· 16.4. -18°C for frozen meat and frozen offal.’
· 13. Word Paragraph 22 as follows:
· ‘22. A locker, a safe, or a lockable drawer shall be available in the slaughterhouse for the needs of the authorised veterinary or a trained individual authorised by the Service.’
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
