Pursuant to Sections 37(1) and (3), 49(1) and (3), 52c(1) and (2) and 54(3) of the Act on Hunting and Game Management, cf. Consolidated Act No 265 of 21 March 2019, the following is laid down:
Chapter 1
Purpose, etc.
Section 1. For the purposes of this Order, regulation means the killing or transport of game.
Paragraph 2. Regulation pursuant to this Order shall be carried out in compliance with the rules on hunting in the Act on Hunting and Game Management and in the Orders issued pursuant to the Act, unless otherwise stated in this Order or authorisations issued under the Act or in accordance with rules issued pursuant to this Act.
Section 2. If there is no other satisfactory solution, notwithstanding the provisions on hunting seasons, game may be regulated in the cases referred to in Chapter 2 or 3 in order to:
1) address hazards to people or human health;
2) mitigate risks of human or animal infection;
3) mitigate risks to aviation safety;
4) protect flora and fauna;
5) prevent extensive damage to crops, livestock, including game farming, forests, fish farming or fishing and other waters; or
6) prevent serious damage to property caused by game.
Paragraph 2. Paragraph 1(6) shall not apply to the regulation of birds.
Paragraph 3. Except in cases covered by Section 38 of the Hunting and Game Management Act, it is the owner or the user of a property that, within the framework of this Order, decides whether or not to regulate game on the property, regardless of whether the person concerned has the hunting right on the property. The owner or user cannot transfer the decision to regulate to others.
Paragraph 4. In addition to the owner’s or the user’s decision in accordance with paragraph 3, regulation presupposes that the necessary authorisations under this Order have been issued.
Paragraph 5. A hunting camp may only regulate game on the authority of the owner or user of the property.
Paragraph 6. Regulation, including the use of traps, may be carried out only by persons who have reached the age of 18 and who are in possession of a valid hunting licence. However, regulation may be made by persons under the age of 18 who have valid hunting licence if they are accompanied by a person over the age of 18 who has a valid hunting licence.
Chapter 2
Regulation without prior authorisation
Deer species and hare
Section 3. In commercial horticulture, orchards and nurseries that are securely fenced so that red deer, fallow deer, sika deer, roe deer and hare are kept out, red deer, fallow deer, sika deer, roe deer and hare must be regulated throughout the year.
Stone martens and polecats
Section 4. In poultry enclosures with the keeping of birds including pheasants, partridges or ducks, which are properly fenced in such a way that stone martens and polecats are kept out, as well as in settlements and in fur animal farms, stone martens and polecats must be regulated throughout the year, including by the use of traps.
Paragraph 2. At a distance of up to 10 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1, and at a distance of up to 10 m from the settlement, stone martens may be regulated by the use of traps.
Paragraph 3. At a distance of up to 25 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1, and at a distance of up to 25 m from the settlement referred to in paragraph 1, the stone martens shall be regulated throughout the year with firearms.
Fox
Section 5. In enclosures with open-air pigs and in poultry enclosures with the keeping of birds, including enclosures with pheasants, partridges or ducks, which are securely fenced so that foxes are kept out, as well as in settlements and in fur farms, foxes may be regulated from 1 June to 29 February, including with traps.
Paragraph 2. At a distance of up to 10 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1, and at a distance of up to 10 m from the settlement, foxes may be regulated by the use of traps from 1 June to 29 February. 
Paragraph 3. At a distance of up to 25 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1, and at a distance of up to 25 m from the settlement may foxes be regulated from 1 June to 29 February with firearms.
Paragraph 4. In areas where foxes cause damage to the other fauna, foxes must be regulated from 1 June to 29 February.
Paragraph 5. On properties for which natural improvements have been carried out in accordance with biotope plans, see Section 14(2)(3), of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear, foxes can be regulated from 1 January to 29 February by the use of traps.
Paragraph 6. In areas where foxes cause damage to other fauna, fox pups outside fox holes must be regulated from 1 July to 31 August. However, there may not be regulation of fox pups outside fox holes on properties for which there have been implemented nature improvements in accordance with biotope plans, see Section 14(2)(3), of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. The fox pups must not be hunted out of the fox hole.
Paragraph 7. Regulation of foxes with rifled weapons and shot weapons may, by way of derogation from Section 2(2) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear, be made from a shooting tower or shooting ladder, which meets the conditions laid down in Section 1 of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. Regulation of foxes pursuant to paragraphs 1, 3, 4 and 6, can be done from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset, including from the said shooting towers and shooting ladders. Regulation by the use of traps can be done 24 hours a day, see Section 34.
Wild rabbit
Section 6. In areas where wild rabbits cause damage, wild rabbits must be regulated throughout the year.
Wild boar
Section 7. Wild boars must be regulated throughout the year. Lactating sows should not be shot until the pigs are shot.
Paragraph 2. When regulating wild boars, artificial hides may be used, including shooting towers and shooting ladders, cf. Chapter 1 of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. Wild boar regulation can be done 24 hours a day. The rules in Section 28 of the Hunting and Game Management Act on feeding and firing on the ground in the immediate vicinity of the feed site and the prohibition of the use of artificial light, mirrors and other devices for illumination of the target, see Section 11(4) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear, shall not apply to regulation under this provision.
Special species
Section 8. The following species may be regulated throughout the year:
1) Escaped fur animals that are wild in accordance with the Act on Field and Road Peace, including mink.
2) Birds and mammals listed in Annex 1 to the currently applicable Commission Regulation (EU) 2016/1141 of 13 July 2016 adopting a list of invasive alien species of Union concern pursuant to Regulation (EU) No 1143/2014 of the European Parliament and of the Council, including, inter alia, Egyptian goose, muskrat, ruddy duck, muntjac, raccoon, raccoon dog and coypu.
Paragraph 2. When regulating in accordance with paragraph 1, the following shall apply:
1) Regulation can be done through the use of traps, notwithstanding Section 23 of the Hunting and Game Management Act. Regulation with traps can be done 24 hours a day, see Section 34.
2) Regulation can be done by feeding and firing on the ground in the immediate vicinity of feed site, regardless of Section 28 of the Hunting and Game Management Act. 
3) For regulation, electronic communication devices, e.g. MMS transmitter, may be used, notwithstanding Section 11(1)(3) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear.
4) For regulation, artificial light, mirrors and other devices may be used for illuminating the target, notwithstanding Section 11(1)(4) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. 
5) Regulation can be done from artificial hides, including houses (residential, outbuildings and similar), huts and ground holes, regardless of Section 1(1)(1) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear
6) Regulation of mammals may be done from shooting ladders and shooting towers, notwithstanding the provisions of Section 1(1)(2) and Section 2(1) and (2)(2) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. 
7) Regulation of mammals from shooting ladders and shooting towers can be done with shot weapons, notwithstanding Section 2(2) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. 
8) Regulation from shooting ladders and shooting towers can take place without the use of an fetching dog, notwithstanding Section 24 of the Hunting and Game Management Act.
9) Regulation of birds can be done with firearms in the period from 1½ hours before sunrise to 1½ hours after sunset, regardless of Section 4(1) of the Hunting and Game Management Act.
10) Regulation of mammals with firearms can be done in the period from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset, regardless of Section 4(1) of the Hunting and Game Management Act, without prejudice to paragraph 3.
Paragraph 3. Regulation of raccoons and raccoon dogs with firearms can be done 24 hours a day, regardless of Section 4(1) of Hunting and Game Management Act.
Paragraph 4. When regulating raccoon dogs and raccoons, electronic light-reinforced and thermal handheld binoculars can be used to locate the game.
Paragraph 5. When regulating raccoon dogs and raccoons in established feed sites, electronic light-enhancing sighting devices can be used on rifled weapons. Thermal sighting devices shall not be used.
Paragraph 6. From 1 February to 31 August, raccoon dogs and raccoons may be regulated with bows, see Section 5(1)(1), (3), (4) and (5) and Section 5(2)(1), (2), (4) and (5), of the Order on weapons and ammunition that may be used for hunting, etc.
Paragraph 7. Raccoon and raccoon dog may be regulated in connection with the harvesting of crops, regardless of the fact that harvesting machines are covered by the rules laid down in Section 25 of the Hunting and Game Management Act, see Section 2(2).
Section 9. The regulation of species listed in Annex 2 may be carried out without regard to the provisions of this Order and of the Act on Hunting and Game Management and other rules issued pursuant to this Act.
Paragraph 2. Setting out poisons for the regulation of the species listed in Annex 2 shall be carried out in accordance with the authorised use of the product concerned.
Chapter 3
Regulation with prior authorisation
Section 10. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for regulation in accordance with the rules laid down in this chapter, when the conditions specified in Section 2(1-2) are met.
Airfields
Section 11. The Nature Agency may authorise that mammals and birds can be regulated throughout the year and 24 hours a day at publicly approved airfields, including by the use of traps and that eggs, young birds and bird nests may be removed within the airfield area.
Paragraph 2. In the case of trapping of species for which hunting time has not been fixed, the Nature Agency may make conditions that caught individuals must as far as possible be moved and released. 
Rook
Section 12. The Nature Agency may authorise that rooks that appear in flocks of at least 30 individuals on unharvested and newly sown fields may be regulated from 1 July to 30 September.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate the rooks in rook colonies before nesting and laying from 1 January to 15 March.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for young rooks in rook colonies to be regulated outside nests from 1 May to 15 June.
Paragraph 4. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of young rooks on unharvested fields from 1 May to 30 June.
Paragraph 5. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate rooks, which appear in flocks in commercial horticulture, orchards and nurseries and in fields with commercial production of vegetables throughout the year.
Paragraph 6. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation in accordance with paragraph 3 to use .22 rifles that may contain more than 3 bullets, including semi-automatic .22 rifles.
Canada goose
Section 13. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of Canada geese from sunrise to sunset, notwithstanding Section 3(2) of the Hunting and Game Management Act, on cultivated fields from 1 February to 29 February.
Cormorant
Section 14. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate cormorants for the fulfilment of the purposes specified in Nos 1-7 in the following periods and areas:
1) From 1 August to 31 March to the owner of actively fishing pound nets or fyke-nets within a distance of 1 km from the gear. Authorisation may be granted in fresh waters and in the fishing zone. In the fishing zone, authorisation can only be granted for regulation in areas where the free hunting right according to the Section 15 of the Hunting and Game Management Act can be exercised. Regulation may be done from land up to 50 m from the highest daily watermark within 1 km of actively fishing pound nets or fyke-nets on the fishery territory. In the case of fresh waters, regulation must be done from water and from land. When regulating from land, this must be done within a distance of up to 50 m from the water table. Authorisation may be granted to avoid damage to fishing.
2) From 1 August to 31 March in coastal areas identified as important for fisheries and fish stocks as set out in Annex 1. Authorisation may be granted to protect fish in important nursery areas.
3) From 1 August to 31 March in streams and lakes up to 50 m from the water table. Authorisation may be granted to protect populations of grayling, eel, whitefish, salmon and trout.
4) From 1 April to 31 May. Authorisation may be granted to protect released smolt of whitefish, salmon and trout.
5) From 1 August to 31 May in conservation belts for migratory fish. Authorisations can be granted to protect migratory fish.
6) From 1 August to 31 March in the day and night rest areas for cormorant. Authorisation may be granted to protect populations of grayling, eel, whitefish, salmon and trout.
7) From 1 August to 31 March in cormorant day and night rest areas, in coastal areas identified as important for fishing and fish stocks, as set out in Annex 1. Authorisation may be granted to protect fish in important nursery areas.
Paragraph 2. Authorisations in accordance with paragraph 1(2-7) may be given to the owner or user of the area, as well as to associations that organise pleasure, leisure or commercial fishermen, without prejudice to Section 2(3).
Paragraph 3. In order to avoid the establishment of new colonies or to reduce or remove existing colonies, the Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate cormorants in colonies as well as for the oiling of eggs or destruction of eggs and nests.
Paragraph 4. Authorisation in accordance with paragraph 1(1-3) and (5-7), may be granted for the regulation of cormorants in the period from 1½ hours before sunrise to 1½ hours after sunset, regardless of Section 4(1). Authorisation may only be granted from 1 September to 31 January.
Paragraph 5. The Nature Agency may authorise that regulation in accordance with paragraph 1(1) may take place from motor-powered vessel notwithstanding the rules laid down in Sections 8 and 9 of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. During regulation, a motor-powered vessel may travel at no more than 5 km/h (approximately 2.7 knots).
Paragraph 6. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate in accordance with paragraph 1(2), may take place from motor-powered vessel notwithstanding the rules laid down in Sections 8 and 9 of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. During regulation, a motor-powered vessel may travel at no more than 5 km/h (approximately 2.7 knots). The Nature Agency may authorise motor-powered vessels during regulation on the fishing zone to travel at up to 18 km/h (approximately 9.7 knots). However, the authorisation may not be given in motorboat hunting-free areas, see Annex 1 to the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear.
Paragraph 7. The Nature Agency may authorise that regulation in accordance with paragraph 1(2-4) and (6-7), can be done by the use of artificial hides and artificial decoy birds.
Herring gull
Section 15. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of herring gulls with firearms and traps from 1 February to 15 April, in order to protect other fauna or to prevent danger to people or human health. 
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to oil eggs or destroy eggs and nests from 1 April to 31 July, cf. Section 46(2)(1) and (4) of the Act on Hunting and Game Management. 
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of young herring gulls with firearms from 16 April to 31 August. 
Paragraph 4. In special cases, the Nature Agency may grant authorisation to use rifled weapons where the propellant is air, see Section 1(5) of the Order on weapons and ammunition that may be used for hunting, etc., as well as derogate from the requirements for impact energy in Section 3(1)(4) of the Order on weapons and ammunition that may be used for hunting, etc.
Magpie
Section 16. In areas where magpies cause damage to arable crops or other fauna, the Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate magpies with firearms and traps from 1 February to 15 April. Regulation can take place from 1 hour before sunrise to sunset. However, regulation by the use of traps can be done 24 hours a day, see Section 34.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may authorise that the regulation of magpies can be done through the use of artificial hides and artificial decoy birds.
Hooded crow and carrion crow
Section 17. In areas where hooded crows or carrion crows cause damage to arable crops or other fauna, the Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate hooded crows or carrion crows with firearms and traps from 1 February to 15 April. Regulation can take place from 1 hour before sunrise to sunset. However, regulation by the use of traps can be done 24 hours a day, see Section 34.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of hooded crows or carrion crows to be done by the use of artificial hiding and artificial decoy birds.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate hooded crows or carrion crows, which appear in flocks in commercial horticulture, orchards and nurseries and in fields with commercial production of vegetables throughout the year.

Wood pigeon
Section 18. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of wood pigeons that appear in flocks,
1) in rapeseed fields from 1 February to 30 April,
2) on pea fields, cabbage fields and on newly-sowed fields from 1 March to 30 April,
3) on newly-sowed fields from 1 August to 31 August, and
4) on unharvested fields from 1 July to 31 August.
Paragraph 2. In areas where wood pigeons causes extensive damage to arable crops, the Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of wood pigeons from 1 September to 10 November.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate wood pigeons, which appear in flocks in commercial horticulture, orchards and nurseries and in fields with commercial production of vegetables throughout the year.
Paragraph 4. The Nature Agency may authorise that regulation in accordance with paragraph 2 can be done by the use of artificial hide and artificial decoy birds.
Greylag goose, white-fronted goose and pink-footed goose
Section 19. The Nature Agency may authorise regulation from sunrise to sunset, notwithstanding Section 3(2) of the Hunting and Game Management Act, of greylag geese appearing in flocks on unharvested fields from 1 July to 31 July. 
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for regulation from sunrise to sunset, notwithstanding Section 3(2) of the Hunting and Game Management Act, of greylag geese, white-fronted geese and pink-footed geese, which appear in flocks on cultivated fields from 1 February to 29 February.
Barnacle goose
Section 20. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of barnacle geese appearing in flocks on cultivated fields during the following periods:
1) From 1 February to 29 February.
2) From 1 March to 31 May.
3) From 1 September to 31 January.
Paragraph 2. Authorisations granted in accordance with paragraph 1(2), may for the sake of breeding birds and mammals only be given for 1 month.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may authorise that regulation in periods covered by paragraph 1(3), can be done by the use of artificial hides and artificial decoy birds.
Paragraph 4. Regulation in accordance with paragraph 1(1-2), may only take place from sunrise to sunset.
Red deer
Section 21. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of red deer fawns from 1 June to 30 September from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset in fields where red deer cause extensive damage to crops.

Fallow deer
Section 22. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of fallow deer fawns from 1 June to 30 September from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset in fields where fallow deer cause extensive damage to crops.
Wild rabbit
Section 23. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate wild rabbits in forests and in garden or arable crops throughout the year from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset.
Harbour seal
Section 24. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for regulation of harbour seals by fixed, operating fishing gear, as well as in the case of marine farming, on the fishing zone from 1 August to 30 April. 
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of harbour seals in watercourses from 1 August to 30 April in order to protect pressured fish stocks and to avoid damage to fisheries.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of harbour seals from 1 August to 30 April in conservation belts for migratory fish. The authorisation can be granted to protect migratory fish.
Paragraph 4. Authorisations in accordance with paragraph 1 may be granted to concerned leisure and commercial fishermen, without prejudice to Section 2(3).
Paragraph 5. Authorisations in accordance with paragraphs 2 and 3, may be granted to the owner or user of the area, as well as to associations that organise recreational, leisure or commercial fishermen, without prejudice to Section 2(3).

Grey seal
Section 25. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate grey seals within 100 m from static, working fishing gear, as well as in the case of marine farming, on the fishing zone from 1 May to 30 November.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of grey seals in watercourses from 1 May to 30 November in order to protect pressured fish stocks and to avoid damage to fisheries.
Paragraph 3. Authorisation in accordance with paragraph 1 may be granted to affected leisure and commercial fishermen, see Section 2(3). 
Paragraph 4. Authorisations in accordance with paragraph 2 may be given to the owner or user of the area, as well as to associations that organise recreational, leisure or commercial fishermen, see also Section 2(3).

Fox
Section 26. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of foxes in enclosures of commercially operated sheep farms during the lambing period.
Paragraph 2. In enclosures for the keeping of open-air pigs and poultry enclosures, including enclosures with pheasants, partridges and ducks, as well as in settlements and in fur animal farms, the Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate foxes from 1 March to 31 May, including by the use of traps.
Paragraph 3. At a distance of up to 10 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1 and at a distance of up to 10 m from the settlement the Nature Agency can give authorisation to regulate foxes using traps from 1 March to 31 May.
Paragraph 4. At a distance of up to 25 m from the enclosures referred to in paragraph 1 and at a distance of up to 25 m from the settlement the Nature Agency can give authorisation for regulation of foxes from 1 March to 31 May with firearms.
Paragraph 5. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation to regulate foxes with rifled weapons or shot weapons from a shooting tower or shooting ladder, which meets the conditions laid down in Section 1 of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear. The Nature Agency may give authorisation for regulation of foxes pursuant to paragraphs 1-3, from 1 hour before sunrise to 1 hour after sunset.
Escaped fur animals that are game in accordance with the Field and Road Peace Act, raccoon dog, mink, raccoon, coypu and muskrat
Section 27. The Nature Agency may authorise the regulation of escaped fur animals that are game under the Field and Road Peace Act, minks, coypus and muskrats during the period from 1 hour after sunset to 1 hour before sunrise, including for regulation from artificial hides, including from shooting ladders and shooting towers, notwithstanding the provisions of Section 1(1)(2) and Section 2(1) and (2)(2) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting tools, and for the use of artificial light, mirrors and other devices for illuminating the target, cf. regardless of Chapter 1 and Section 11(4) of the Order on the restocking of game, hunting methods and hunting gear.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for feeding and firing on the ground in the immediate vicinity of the feed site in connection with regulation in accordance with paragraph 1.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may grant authorisation for the use of motorised vehicles for regulation of the species referred to in paragraph 1, as well as for the regulation of raccoon dogs and raccoons in accordance with Section 8.
Chapter 4
Other special reasons
Section 28. Subject to Article 16 of the Habitats Directive and Article 9 of the Bird Protection Directive, the Nature Agency may, in addition to the provisions of Chapters 2 and 3, and where special reasons justify it, authorise regulation beyond the above mentioned, including for the use of methods other than those in Chapters 1, 6 and 7.
Paragraph 2. With authorisation in accordance with paragraph 1 for regulation, the conditions laid down in Section 2(1-2) shall be met.
Chapter 5
Application for prior authorisation, etc.
Section 29. Applications for prior authorisation in accordance with the rules laid down in Chapters 3 and 4 for regulation must be submitted digitally to the Nature Agency at Virk.dk. The decision on the application will be notified by e-mail. The applicant shall provide:
1) Name (applicant).
2) Address (applicant).
3) Email address (applicant).
4) Telephone number (applicant).
5) The species to be regulated.
6) Precise indication of the location where the regulation is to be carried out.
7) The period during which the regulation is to take place.
8) With what methods the regulation is to be done.
9) The reason for the desired regulation.
10) Whether or not mitigation measures have been applied and, if so, which ones. 
Paragraph 2. Municipalities may search digitally on behalf of citizens, see also Section 2(3).
Paragraph 3. A copy of the authorisation must be carried in connection with the exercise of the authorised regulation and on request shown to the police.
Section 30. It is a condition for prior authorisation a report is made to the Nature Agency on the scope of the regulation no later than 4 weeks after the authorised regulation period expires.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may impose other conditions for the authorisation, including that game aversion products recommended by the Nature Agency have been used and are still used in connection with the regulation.
Chapter 6
Exercise of regulation
Section 31. Regulation of game must be done with smooth-bore shotgun or rifled weapon, cf. Section 23(1) of the Hunting and Game Management Act. However, regulation may be done by catching game in traps or by the use of bows, where this follows from this Order or a separate authorisation from the Nature Agency.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency may in special cases grant authorisation for the use of bows in addition to what is stated in Section 8(6). Authorisation for the use of bows may not be granted for the regulation of birds and pine martens.
Paragraph 3. The Nature Agency may give authorisation for regulation to be done without bringing suitable fetching dogs, regardless of Section 24 of the Hunting and Game Management Act.
Paragraph 4. In regulation of biungulates, the rules laid down in the Order on search and killing of distressed game apply.
Paragraph 5. In regulation aimed at securing dams, dykes or construction against undermining, the Nature Agency may authorise regulation with gas.
Section 32. In regulation, artificial hides, artificial decoy birds or artificial light may not be used without authorisation from the Nature Agency, unless otherwise stated in this Order. Regulation may not be done in feed places, cf. Section 28 of the Hunting and Game Management Act or from motorised vehicles, cf. Section 25 of the Hunting and Game Management Act without authorisation from the Nature Agency, unless otherwise stated in this Order.
Section 33. Regulation under this Order may be done notwithstanding the following rules of the Act on Hunting and Game Management:
1) Section 18(1) on the prohibition of hunting on land that is less than 1 hectare.
2) Section 19(1) on the prohibition during hunting of firing shots within a distance of 50 m from residential buildings.
3) Section 19(2) on the prohibition of hunting in the fishing zone within a distance of 100 m from areas that have the status of summer cottage area, and 500 m from areas that have the status of urban zone.
4) Section 22(1)(3), on the prohibition of shot falling on another person’s dwelling, garden or yard.
Chapter 7
Use of traps
Section 34. Traps for the regulation of mammals and birds shall be designed so that trapped animals are not harmed or killed. The trap shall be designed so that trapped animals cannot come into physical contact with each other. Captive animals shall be able to be inspected in the trap when it is closed.
Paragraph 2. The trap may be used 24 hours a day and must be inspected every morning and evening, see also Section 36(2). When the trap is inspected, captured animals must be taken out immediately. Animals which may not be regulated by catching in traps, or which may not be regulated by catch in the relevant trap, or at that location or time, must be released immediately, see Section 35(5). Animals, which are not immediately released, must be killed in the trap or immediately after removal from the trap, regardless of Section 23 of the Hunting and Game Management Act.
Paragraph 3. The trap must not be buried. The trap shall be clearly provided with the contact details of the person responsible, as well as information on the purpose of setting the trap. The trap shall be deactivated for catching in places where and during periods when the trapping of the animals for which the trap is intended, is not allowed.
Paragraph 4. The trap must be movable and be a fixed construction.
Section 35. For traps for the regulation of mammals, the catch area of the trap shall not exceed 60 (H) x 60 (W) x 250 (L) cm. Entrance openings shall be located at the end of the trap. For fox and racoon dog traps, the entrance opening shall not exceed 60 (H) x 60 (W) cm. For traps for the capture of other mammals, the entrance opening shall not exceed 60 (H) x 60 (W) cm. In the case of by-catch of the mammals referred to in Section 8(1), in a trap with an entrance opening of between 30 (H) x 30 (W) cm and 60 (H) x 60 (W) cm, the requirement in Section 34(2), third sentence, on release, does not apply. Traps for the regulation of mammals shall be covered so that baits cannot be seen through the top and sides of the trap, but only through the ends of the trap.
Section 36. In the case of traps for the control of birds, the catch area of the trap shall not exceed 60 (H) x 60 (W) x 250 (L) cm. Entrance openings shall be located on top of the trap or inclined with an inclination of 40-50 degrees. Entrance openings located on top of the trap shall be no more than 40 (H) x 40 (W) cm, and inclined no more than 60 (H) x 40 (W) cm. No meat or carcass shall be used for the capture of birds.
Paragraph 2. Inspection every morning and evening, cf. Section 34(2), first sentence, may be replaced by an electronic communication device (e.g. SMS transmitter) that gives notice as soon as the trap is triggered. After the message is sent, it may take a maximum of 12 hours before the trap is physically inspected. The communication unit shall carry out an electronic trap inspection every morning and evening so as to ensure that the communication unit operates as intended and the trap has not been triggered (status message). If a status message fails or reports errors, it must not exceed 12 hours before the trap is physically inspected. When setting up a trap with an electronic communications device, the trap shall be physically inspected at least once daily for the first three days in order to ensure that the communication unit is active and functioning properly.
Section 37. The Nature Agency may in special cases and in accordance with the conditions laid down in Section 28, make an exception from the rules laid down in Sections 34-36.
Chapter 8
Other provisions
Section 38. Regulation should aim to regulate young animals before parent animals. If a parent animal is transported, the young must, as far as possible, also be transported. If the young is located in an area where the person concerned is not authorised to hunt, the person entitled to hunt or the owner shall be informed of the presence of the young as soon as possible.
Section 39. The decisions of the Nature Agency and the Environmental Protection Agency under this Order may not be brought before any other administrative authority.
Section 40. The Nature Agency shall ensure compliance with this Order.
Paragraph 2. The Nature Agency shall ensure that prohibitions and orders after the Order are complied with, and that conditions laid down in authorisations are complied with.
Paragraph 3. The Environmental Protection Agency shall require an illegality to be brought into line with the law, unless it is of secondary importance.
Chapter 9
Punishment, entry into force, etc.
Section 41. Unless higher penalties are stipulated under other legislation, fines will be imposed on those who:
1) violate Section 2(5-6), Section 29(3), Section 31(1), second sentence, Section 32(1), Sections 34-36, or Section 38;
2) perform regulation in violation of Chapter 2;
3) violate authorisations for regulation granted in accordance with Chapter 3 or 4;
4) in violation of Section 30(1) fail to send notification of the extent to which regulation has taken place, or
5) violate the terms of an authorisation issued pursuant to this Order.
Paragraph 2. The penalty may increase to 2 years’ imprisonment if the infringement was committed wilfully or through gross negligence, and said infringement:
1) caused significant damage to the interests that the Hunting and Game Management Act aims to protect, cf. Section 1(1) of the Hunting and Game Management Act or caused danger thereby, or
2) obtained or intended an economic advantage for the person concerned or others.
Paragraph 3. Companies etc. (legal persons) may be rendered criminally liable in accordance with the provisions in Chapter 5 of the Danish Penal Code.
Section 42. This Order will enter into force on 1 January 2023.
Paragraph 2. Order No 1006 of 14 June 2020 on Game Damage is repealed.

Annex 1
Areas designated as important for fisheries and fish stocks, cf. Section 14(1)(2).
1. The Wadden Sea: Designated for the sake of whitefish as well as herring smelt and twaite shad found throughout the Wadden Sea area. In addition, for the sake of the original salmon stocks found in streams with an outlet in the Wadden Sea.
2. The West Jutland Fjords: Designated because the original salmon stocks in rivers with outlets in Ringkøbing Fjord and Nissum Fjord are particularly vulnerable to cormorant predation.
3. Læsø: Designated for the protection of the important nursery area for flatfish.
4. The Limfjord: Designated for the sake of the fish stocks in the Limfjord, which in recent years have been severely diminished. Cormorants are considered to be a contributing factor in the difficulty of re-establishing fish stocks.
5. Ålborg Bay: Designated because Ålborg bay is an important nursery area for plaice, flounder and sole.
6. South Funen/Als: Designated for frequent oxygen depletion in the area, which may help to push fry towards land, which may make fish stocks vulnerable to cormorant predation.
7. North Zealand/Isefjord/Holbæk Fjord/Roskilde Fjord: Designated on the basis of the great species diversity and rare species such as herring smelt and twaite shad in the fjords. The shallow area north of Zealand is also an important nursery area for plaice, sole and turbot.
8. Mariager Fjord: Designated because the fish stocks in Mariager Fjord have been severely diminished in recent years. Cormorants are considered to be a contributing factor in the difficulty of re-establishing fish stocks.
9. Northern part of Guldborgsund: Designated because Guldborgsund is an important nursery area for yellow eel.
10. Randers Fjord: Designated for the protection of migratory fish from Gudenåen as well as sea trout and salmon.
