  responsibility
- Conduct on-site and desktop verifications of project 
  implementation
- Contribute to the management of calls for tenders
- Provide feedback to the policy making in the area
- Contribute to the strategic planning of the unit

To apply for a project manager post, you should have:

- Relevant professional experience
- Qualification in the technical area (preferably)
- Very good command of spoken and written English
- Very good command of French and/or German
- Very good drafting, coordination and problem solving  
  skills

  pressure
- Good interpersonal and communication skills
