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Eligible costs

A For the third parties receiving financial support

Annex 1 should state which costs eligibility rules apply to the third party . The costs eligibility
rules laid out in Annex 1 could be similar to the H2020 eligibility conditions  set out in the
Grant Agreement

As a best practice, the beneficiaries providing  financial support to third parties shall impose
contractual  arrangements on the recipients in order to determine the eligible costs .

A For the beneficiaries

Regardless of the form of the financial support to the third party (lump sum or actual costs),

the beneficiaries must declare their costs for providing financial support to third parties as
actual costs, i.e. based on the financial support actually paid to the third party . To be eligible,

the costs must comply with the general eligibility conditions set out in Article 6 and the
additional  cost eligibility = conditions set out in Article 15
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Additional conditions

A Projects must publish widely their open cals :

1. All calls for third parties must be published on the Horizon 2020 Programme page of the Funding & Tenders
Portal, and on the projects own web site ;

2. The calls must remain open for at least two months . If call deadlines are changed this must immediately be
published on the call page on the Funding & Tenders Portal and all registered applicants must be informed of
the change ;

3. Without delay, projects must publish the outcome of the call, including a description of the third party action,
the date of the award, duration, and the legal name and country

A Adherence to Horizon 2020 standards  with respect to transparency, equal treatment, conflict  of interest and
confidentiality

The open calls for proposals should be evaluated by external, independent experts in a fair and transparent
process

A The cals must have a clear European dimension
A Right to carry out checks, reviews, audits and investigations on the recipients
