• active in healthcare

• who train young people or guide them 
to the labour market



PC SOLIDARITY – WHAT WE OFFER

•Laptops that come from companies. They are completely cleaned, 
refurbished and reinstalled. 

•1 mouse and 1 headset per laptop.

Hardware:

•Microsoft Windows and Microsoft Office basic.

Software:

•1 year "carry in" warranty: this means that you can have the device 
repaired if you bring it to an agreed location.

•Technical support via a telephone helpdesk.

Warranty:

•In some cases, additional financial support of up to EUR 50 per computer 
may be granted: the support must cover start-up costs arising from the 
reintegration of the computers: Internet, training, computer 
maintenance, software, infrastructure (printer, electricity, network).
