Interoperability Framework (legal,
organisational, semantic and technical layers). It
also includes references to reusable solutions in
the Catalogue of Reusable Solutions.

The factsheets analyse the
state-of-affairs of existing base
registries, interconnection and
data exchange in 32 countries.
They are structured according
to the European Interoperability
Framework layers.

The creation of a European Base Registries
Interoperability Framework is ongoing. The final
document will:

- Include all phases of lifecycle data

- Support the implementation of the 'once-only’
principle

- Be based on best practices from the private
sector and EU countries

The framework will include data governance, data
architecture, data design and modelling, data
management, data security, data privacy and data
protection, data quality, data retention, and liability.
It will be finished by 2019.
