- European Commission DG CNECT(R3) technical service 

The transfer of data to other third parties is prohibited. 

 

5. How long do we keep your personal data?  

The data is available as long as users wish to remain subscribed to the newsletters. If they decide to have 

their data deleted, they can do so by clicking on the relative link on the bottom of the newsletter

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databases.  If users who unsubscribed want to continue receiving the newsletter, they will need to 

subscribe again. 

 

6. What are your rights concerning your personal data and how can you exercise them?  

 

Under the provisions of the data protection regulation, you have the right to: 

 Request to access the personal data EACEA holds about you; 

 Request a rectification of your personal data where necessary; 

 Request the erasure of your personal data; 

 Request the restriction of the processing of your personal data; 

 Request to receive or to have your data transferred to another organization in commonly used 

machine readable standard format (data portability). 

 

 

In addition, as this processing of your personal data is based on your consentArticle 5(1)(d) of the data 

protection regulation, please note that you can withdraw it at any time, and this will have effect from 

the moment of your retraction. The processing based on your consent before its withdrawal will remain 

lawful.
