CO2MPARE – CO2 Model for Operational Programme Assessment in EU Regions

Improved carbon management with EU Regional Policy

The CO2MPARE model supports national and regional authorities in making balanced decisions for their investment portfolio under their EU Regional Policy Operational Programmes (OPs), by estimating the carbon emissions related to investments made under an OP.  By assessing the emission impact per euro spent for a given type of activity and multiplying this by the amount spent on the activity, the CO2 emissions of different spending scenarios for an OP can be compared. 
Installation instructions
1. Save the folder 'CO2MPARE Model.zip' to a drive directly on your computer (Important: pay attention not to save it to a networked/shared drive as the application may not function correctly).
2. Right click the folder 'CO2MPARE Model.zip' (now located on your hard drive) and click 'extract here'. As a consequence, a folder 'CO2MPARE', which contains all files, is automatically created and saved in the same location as the zip folder.
3. The CO2MPARE model itself is an Excel file. It works using macros (digitally signed). These need to be enabled in Excel. To do this, open Excel, then click file> options> trust centre> trust centre settings> macro settings> disable all macros except digitally signed macros (path for Excel 2010).
4. Open CO2MPARE by double clicking the folder 'CO2MPARE' (located where saved on your computer following step 2) and then in the folder double click the Excel icon which corresponds to the version you have (ending.xls for Excel 2003 and .xlsm for 2007 and later).
