In order to best ensure equal treatment, successful stage 1 applicants do not receive the evaluation summary reports (ESRs) for their proposals, but this generalised feedback with information and tips for preparing the full proposal.  

Information & tips 

Main shortcomings found in the stage 1 evaluation of topic LC-CLA-08-2018 (sub-topics a,b and c):
· For some proposals in sub-topics a) and b), there was limited information on how data processing or modelling techniques or comparison between observations and models will be used and improved to address identified knowledge gaps. 

· For some proposals in sub-topics a) and b), the methodology on how knowledge gained in the project can be generalized into a global perspective, how this knowledge increases confidence in climate change projections and can be used to inform decision- and policy-makers was not sufficiently considered.

· Some proposals in sub-topics a) and b) did not sufficiently consider the limitations of the observational datasets or the ability of models to reproduce relevant climate states. 

· For some proposals in sub-topic b) there was insufficient consideration of links and feedback to tipping points other than the ones selected. Moreover, some proposals did not sufficiently consider the interaction between atmospheric, land surface and marine processes, tipping points and extremes.

· Proposals in sub-topic c) did not sufficiently build on outcomes from previous EU-funded actions, to justify the planned research. In addition, proposals provided rather generic descriptions on the pathways to achieve expected impacts. 

In your stage 2 proposal, you have a chance to address or clarify these issues.

Please bear in mind that your full proposal will now be evaluated more in-depth and possibly by a new group of outside experts. 

Please make sure that your full proposal is consistent with your short outline proposal. It may NOT differ substantially. The project must stay the same.
