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Welcome-preliminary issues
The Commission welcomed the participants and mentioned certain administrative issues regarding the organisation of the meeting. 
1. Approval of the agenda (Doc 1)

The agenda was adopted including two additional points raised by the representatives of Cyprus and ANEC, to be discussed under A.O.B. 
2. Actions & Decisions

See table in Annex I.  
3. Approval of the Report of LVD WP 17 (Doc 2)
The representative of France made a clarification on point 6 d), explaining that the French Commission for the Safety of the Consumers (CSC) is an independent consultative commission and the document issued by this body is not an opinion coming from the French authorities. It was agreed that Commission would modify the Report LVD WP 17 in this sense.
4. Latest developments: 
a) New Legislative Framework 
Commission services explained that the new Low Voltage Directive (LVD), included in a group of nine New Approach Directives to be adapted to the New Legislative Framework, would be most probably published in April 2014.

Commission services indicated that a workshop on the implementation of the new LVD could be organised by the Commission in the second half of 2014 provided that interested parties send points for discussion (Action 2)
b) Blue Guide 

Commission services, announced that the final version of the Blue Guide would be published in the Commission website in February 2014. The idea is to have more updates in the future.
Eurocommerce representative argued that considering the large amount of comments provided by stakeholders, it was surprising not to have a new draft version before the publication. 

The representative of Belgium highlighted the potential contradictions between the Blue Guide and the New Legislative Framework (NLF) legislation that would be published later. Commission services explained that as the delays on the adoption of the NLF did not relate to the substance, the Commission had anticipated the results of the NLF in the Blue Guide, such as the model of the Declaration of Conformity. Therefore, the coherence between both documents should be ensured.      

c) Market Surveillance package  

Commission services, stated that COREPER was unsuccessful in giving a mandate to open negotiations with the Parliament. There is a particular Article in the Consumer Product Safety Regulation on the origin marking that divides Member States. Thus, the publication of the package this year is quite difficult due to the upcoming elections for the European Parliament and postponed one year at least. 

In this respect, the representative of Austria observed that as the NLF would be applicable in April 2016, the postponement of the adoption of the Market Surveillance package would not be harmful.     
In addition, Commission services announced the publication on 22 January of a Communication called ‘A vision for Internal Market for industrial products’. This document is based on a study made by an independent consultant on the evaluation of industrial products legislation, which includes the LVD, and a public consultation.
4. Update on ADCO activities (Doc 3)
The Chairman of LVD ADCO, made an update on the latest meeting of ADCO in 2-3 May 2013 in Copenhagen.

The update covered the following points:   
· Cooperation with customs
Luxembourg has taken the lead and prepared documents for the information sheets.   

· Hot touchable non-functional surfaces 
There has been discussion for several years. Denmark has participated in the standardization working group on this issue. At the last meeting, LVD ADCO decided to meet CENELEC and in particular the chair of. Following this meeting, LVD ADCO will discuss a new compromise proposal on the ADCO study on hot surfaces in next ADCO meeting on 21 and 22 January.
· Joint actions

The join market surveillance campaign on CFL and LED lighting devices has been carried out in 2013. 

A common proposal for a market surveillance campaign with EMC ADCO is envisaged. 
· Internet imports in Sweden 
As other Member States, Sweden has stressed the challenge of the market surveillance of imports accomplished by private parties via internet. 
· Legal issues
LVD ADCO agreed to recommend that decorative cable covers, camping wagons and caravan trailers are not covered by LVD but car engine heaters fall within the LVD scope. 
· Child appealing luminaires
Regarding the ADCO Atlas on child appealing luminaires, there is an open case on lava lamps for which some Member States believe that they are child appealing and some others do not.  

· LEDs lamps with G sockets 

Switzerland information on LEDs lamps with G sockets presenting an explosion hazard in some cases to develop an ADCO proposal for CENELEC on this topic. 
· Shortcomings on surge protectors devices and  deep fat fryers
Netherlands information on two shortcomings in two standards covering surge protectors devices and deep fat fryers. The Netherlands will approach CENELEC and based on their discussion LVD ADCO will agree on a note on the findings on the shortcomings.
· Plugs and sockets outlets
· Harmonisation of Schuko system
The discussion took place due to the fact that although the plugs and sockets outlets system are not covered by the LVD scope the authorities gathered in LVD ADCO are the same for plugs and sockets.

There is a working group in LVD ADCO, led by Germany and Austria, trying to harmonise the Schuko system. Afterwards, the purpose would be to have the same safety testing requirements for all systems, regardless if it is the Danish, Swiss, or British system but of course, geometry will be different in each system.
· Car plugs 
Today the normal rating current in the socket outlets is 16 amps. When charging an electrical vehicle in a household socket there are severe risks of melting if the current is higher than 10 or 16 amps. IEC is very concerned but it is difficult to reach an agreement. Some car manufacturers will solve the problem by incorporating a current limiter in the charging cable but it is not a mandatory requirement for the car, therefore a solution is required. 
· Photovoltaic (PV) systems  
Netherlands has reported that some PV systems caused substantial fires in a number of European installations. After many investigations, Netherlands suggested that the root cause could come from the interconnection of cables connecting solar panels to one another in the junction box placed on the PV panel. If this is proved, the standard for junction boxes needs to be updated. This information was reported by a small delegation of LVD ADCO to the national German committee of standardisation because the European chair and the manufacturer of these junction boxes are from Germany. TC82 committee from CENELEC dealing with PV systems will meet in February and discuss this matter.
The LVD ADCO chairman, explained that the results of the joint market surveillance action on CFL and LED, requested by the Lighting Europe representative, would be available after discussion in ADCO meetings the following days. 
ANEC representative requested the agenda and a short summary of the minutes of ADCO meetings. The LVD ADCO chairman indicated that it had to be discussed during the ADCO meeting. 
6.  Directive 2006/95/EEC implementation issues
a) Consumer laser products

Commission services, made an update on the preparation of the common standard on consumer laser products (DG SANCO/DG ENTR)
Under the General Product Safety Directive, the safety requirements are established through a Commission Decision before giving a standardisation mandate to CENELEC. These safety requirements would effectively become the basis of any joint mandate (under GPSD, LVD and RTTE).  The Commission Decision will be adopted in the upcoming weeks and afterwards the common mandate will be launched. The mandate will cover all consumer laser products, not only laser pointers, including laser skin treatment products (Action 3)
In reply to the LVD ADCO Chairman's question about which Directive covers the skin damage caused by the laser skin treatment products, the representative of the Commission services explained that for the moment these devices fall within the scope of the LVD or GPSD. The revision of the Medical Devices Directive includes laser skin treatment products for cosmetic purposes but at this stage, it is only a proposal and cannot be considered. 
b) Interpretation of note in the OJ related to EN 60335-2-9 (Doc 04)
The Commission has received a question about whether the OJ note referring to EN 60335-2-9 refers also to A12 and A13. 
Commission services, indicated that the note in the OJEU related to EN 60335-2-9 states that "EN 60335-2-9:2003 covers the safety objectives of directive 2006/95/EC only if, in conjunction, Commission Opinion 2000/C 104/07 is taken into account”. 

Commission Opinion reads that 'in the absence of a revised harmonised standard, manufacturers, when establishing compliance of relevant electrical equipment with the Low Voltage Directive, must therefore address the risk of non-working surface temperatures'. 
This note refers to a Commission Decision of 2000 and at that time, there were not revised harmonised standards.  A12 and A13 have been agreed by the standardisation national committees and published under national procedures and consequently should give presumption of conformity with the LVD safety objectives.  
The representative of Denmark said that Denmark and hopefully a large number of LVD ADCO members did not agree completely with this proposal. The reason behind is that Member States had raised concerns about A12 and A13 following a market surveillance action in 2012. Even if products were in line with A12 and A13, they produced much higher temperatures than the ones required in CENELEC Guide 29, provoking the risk of burn to consumers. 
Therefore, Denmark proposed that the note in the OJEU should cover A12 and A13. 
The representative of the Netherlands supported Denmark. 

Commission services argued that the Commission Decision of 2000 cannot interpret what happened after 2000. He explained that if Member States consider that the latest amendment A13 does not give presumption of conformity with the safety objectives of the LVD, the way of proceeding is to present a formal objection to the harmonised standard. 
Reacting to Norway and Belgium questions on how the OJEU note should be read as placed currently and where to place the note, Commission services said that according to his previous explanation, the note should be placed before the first amendment of the standard (Action 4)  

In reply to the Eurocommerce representative, Commission services said that if a product respects the rules but presents a danger for health and security, the Market Surveillance Authorities are empowered to withdraw the product from the market invoking a shortcoming in a harmonised standard.    
Commission services, reminded that when the new LVD becomes applicable, the LVD standards would include an annex ZZ indicating the safety objectives covered. In addition, an LVD consultant will help to avoid this type of situations checking before publication the presumption of conformity of the standards. 

Finally, Commission services stated that if CENELEC is working on a new amendment satisfactorily and Member States can wait, the formal objection might be not necessary. 

c) 3D printers (Doc 05)
Commission services presented a document with the purpose of determining which Directive, Machinery 2006/42/EC or LVD 2006/95/EC, should be applied to 3D printers.   
Digital Europe representative said that the function of 3D printers is quite different from the typical paper printers. However, the technology especially in safety terms is quite similar to paper printers and other office type equipment and these products are evolving from industrial to office and even consumer environment. Digital Europe opinion is that the Machinery Directive may not be the correct legislation and that it should be considered under the LVD.  

ANEC representative indicated that some products are moving to other environments and that they have some doubts as well. They called on the Commission to take an initiative to see which legislation is applicable to products made with the 3D printers such as the food contact legislation for plastic salad bowls.  
Commission services recalled that the discussion during this working party was focused on the applicability or not of the LVD. He said that the manufacturers must know the applicable legislation for the whole product.

The representatives of Denmark and Netherlands insisted on the fact that looking at the development of the technology some 3D printers can fall within the scope of the LVD. They asked for further discussion in the Machinery Directive Working Group.    
The representative of UK said that some small products are not intended for consumers and the Machinery Directive is applicable covering as well electrical risks. Commission services explained that the legislation applicable depends not on the dimension of the object or if it is a consumer or industrial product but on the scope of the Directives. 
Commission services's overall conclusion was that the 3D printer is a new category of product and the discussion about the applicable legislation is ongoing. This point will be discussed as well in the Machinery Directive Working Group (Action 5)  
d) Cyprus coffee makers (Doc 06)
The representative of Cyprus explained that these devices are used in Cyprus, Greece, Bulgaria and Turkey. He presented a video showing some accidents provoked by these devices due to the overflow of hot liquids involving the risk of burning persons or animals. He explained that EN 60335-2-15, as it is, does not satisfy the LVD safety objectives for these devices and requested to adapt the standard to make Cyprus coffee makers safe.   
The representative of CENELEC said that there is an overflow test in the standard for 'normal' kettles but not adapted to this type of products. CENELEC is pleased to receive Cyprus’ contribution to start working on it. 
In reply to the representative of Cyprus, Commission services stated that the LVD 2006/95/EC does not require a mandate to revise the standard and a general mandate is already approved under the new LVD 2014/35/EU. 
The representative of Denmark indicated that if the standard does not give presumption of conformity for these devices, a note in the OJEU should be inserted to inform economic operators. 
Commission services reminded that if there is a shortcoming in the standard, a Member State might present a formal objection against the standard. A note in the OJEU cannot be placed without following the legal procedure.  

The representative of Cyprus highlighted that the issue is whether the standard covers specific appliances or appliances for heating liquids. In the second case, the standard should cover the specific risk of overflowing from any appliance. The standard mentions several appliances but it is not a restrictive list and therefore it is a matter of risk and not of covering specific appliances. 
It was concluded that CENELEC would welcome Cyprus’ technical proposal to start working on the modification of the standard (Action 6) 

e) Acoustic requirements against excessive sound pressure for equipment other than Personal Music Players (Doc 7)
Following a question received from the association of R&TTE notified bodies, Commission services presented a discussion paper based on information received from Member States. 

The purpose of the discussion was to determine whether the acoustic requirements against excessive sound pressure set out in the standard EN 60950-1:2006 A12:2011 are applicable to IT equipment other than Personal Music Players (PMP). 

The CENELEC convenor of WG 3 of TC 108 that developed this standard stated that the scope is currently limited to PMP that can be put in a pocket and carried all day long for any activity such as cycling. This idea excludes for examples the tablets. In the meantime, in order to clarify the scope of the standard, the Technical Committee has published an informative paper with a new definition of PMP referring only to body worn devices. In addition, the Committee plans to do a new amendment for the new definition. He highlighted that the sound pressure of listening to music and playing games or watching movies is not comparable and so the safety considerations are different.   

The representative of the United Kingdom indicated that the scope of the standard is perhaps limited but the LVD safety requirements must be addressed also for of other IT equipment. The SCENIHR Committee opinion that was the base of the mandate for the current standard should be the starting point for the safety requirements for other IT devices.   

The representative of Digital Europe expressed the same understanding of the scope of A12 as CENELEC WG3. He said that the original study from the SCENIHR Committee states that the risk of hearing loss depends not only on the actual level of the sound pressure but also on other factors such as the user habits. These habits are not the same for the new devices. Therefore, he concluded that A12 is fine because the findings of the Committee are not appropriate for new devices unless there is evidence of problems. 
The representative of ANEC said that they are in favour of extending the requirements of the standard to other items because in our days there are some devices such as small tablets used all day long for example while travelling. 
The representative of Germany added that it is not clear if the use of other IT devices entails a comparable exposure and risks. Consequently, further reliable information is needed before contemplating an extension of the acoustic safety requirements to other IT devices. 
Commission services concluded that considering the discussion, the existing standard covers only PMP and that more research is required on the safety risks of other IT devices before having a new discussion in the LVD Working Group (Action 7)    
f) CE marking – cord sets marketed with electrical appliance (Doc 8)
Commission services presented the final version of a document on whether cord sets packed together with an electrical appliance must have a separate CE mark. This version contains the written comments sent by members of the LVD WP. 
The LVD WP agreed on the conclusion of the document that states that when a cord set is sold together with another item that is also covered by the LVD, there is no need to CE mark the cord set, if the CE mark is affixed on the main article. In any case, the manufacturer/authorised representative of the main article shall be responsible to demonstrate in the technical file that both items comply with the LVD requirements. 
The representative of Cyprus suggested extending any decision taken to any other combination of products that need to comply with LVD. Cyprus has received a question from an importer regarding the necessity of affixing the CE marking in two items packed together composed of a replaceable cartridge and a fix part fixed on an electrical panel. The replaceable part is also sold as a replacement part. 
Commission services requested Cyprus to distribute in Circa the pictures of the combination of products for discussion during next LVD WP. In addition, he underlined that the document on cord sets was considered as approved and that would be uploaded in the Commission website (LVD part) and included in the LVD guidelines when revised (Actions 8&9)
g) LVD 'New Approach' consultant (Doc 9)  
Commission services gave a brief explanation about the role of the 'New Approach' consultant for the LVD. She indicated that the consultant would cooperate with the Commission checking the standards before the publication of their references in the OJEU, which with the new LVD, will give presumption of conformity with the safety objectives of the LVD.  First contacts have been made to select this consultant.  
The representative of Denmark said that given the large quantity of standards to be followed, more than one consultant would be necessary.  
h) Electrical beds –armchairs and height adjustable tables (Doc 10)
The representative of Sweden made a presentation and raised the question whether electrical beds –armchairs and height adjustable tables fall within the scope of the Low Voltage Directive 2006/95/EC or the Machinery Directive (MD) 2006/42/EC. 
At a first sight, Sweden was of the opinion that these products fall within the scope of the MD because according to the Machinery guidelines, while ordinary office machinery is excluded, the electrically powered office furniture is not excluded from the MD. However, it could be argued that these products are in the scope of the LVD because EN 60335-2-32 refers to particular requirements for massage appliances. 
The representative of Sweden indicated that they still would say that the mentioned products would be machinery but would like some confirmation from the WPs. 
Commission services reminded that standards do not interpret the law but ensure the presumption of conformity with the legislation. It is the mission of the LVD WP to discuss if products fall under the scope of one or another Directive.   

Commission services explained that the exclusion in the Machinery Guide refers to office furniture not to furniture in general. 
It was decided that the question would be submitted to the Machinery Working Group (Action 10) 
i) Information on EN 50250:2003-07: Conversion adaptors for industrial use (Doc 11)
The representative of Germany indicated that EN 50250:2003-07, particularly Annex AA, refers to national standards for plugs that are not harmonised in Europe. He highlighted that the reference to German standards are out-of-date because the current standard is from 2013 and the reference is from 2002. Germany has contacted the German standardisation body to pass the information to CENELEC. In view of avoiding this situation, Germany proposed to make an undated reference in view of getting automatically the updated version. 
The representative of Denmark said that the reference to the Danish standard is also wrong. As standards are revised every five years, he proposed to correct the references of the standards during the next revision of EN 50250:2003-07. 
The representative of CENELEC, representing also the German standardisation national committee, explained that CENELEC is going to amend the standard. The proposal is to remove the date reference to be in line all the time with the actual version of the standard. Besides, he informed about the possibility for manufacturers to check which standards are outdated or available on the national committees’ database (Action 11)
j) Information on EN 60335-2-13:2013-06 (and others)
Household and similar electrical appliances – Safety- Part 2-13: Particular requirements for deep fat fryers, frying pans and similar appliances (Doc 12)
The representative of Germany made a presentation about some unclear, inaccurate and possibly regulatory statements that are included on EN 60335-2-13 and other harmonised standards.
The representative of CENELEC explained that with the new LVD, Annex ZZ would clarify which safety objectives are covered by the standard. He confirmed that Germany’s comments are correct and that CENELEC has been addressed them in the new edition of the standard EN 60335-1. However, he stressed the lack of resources to adapt all existing standards because, due to the new Machinery Directive of 2006, the work needed is not only editorial but of very detailed and technical nature. 
CENELEC was requested to continue removing these statements and report on the progress during next LVD WP (Action 12)
k) Safety aspects of hairdryers (Doc 13)  
The representative of Germany made a presentation on the results of a study conducted by the ‘Bundesanstalt für Arbeitsschutz und Arbeitsmedizin’ in Germany on the safety aspects of handheld hairdryers. This study shows the fatal consequences that hairdryers can provoke in contact with water. Considering the results of the study, Germany concluded that the technical construction of hairdryers marketed in the EU today is not the state of the art and therefore further measures should be considered. Of course, other electrical items as shaving machines can cause these accidents as well. 
The representative of Denmark said that regarding the statement in the presentation that 30 mA Residual Current Device in building installations may entail a risk for children, they would like to receive any evidence of accident from Germany because Denmark has not yet experienced accidents with these limits in installations.  
The representative of Germany replied that the safety threshold value for vulnerable individuals depends on many factors and it cannot be assumed that installations are safe. Therefore, the product itself must be safe. He referred to the detailed technical information in the study.  
The representative of Austria stated that the German presentation focused on necessary actions to be adopted i.e. whether to amend the current standards, may be considering solutions in US.  
The representative of UK explained that in the UK the building wiring legislation does not allow sockets in the bathroom. This issue should be solved at the installation level because there will be more and more products that will find their way in the bathroom. The representative of Germany agreed with this opinion but due to the fact that to ensure the safety of the houses will take time it is also necessary to work on the safety of the products. 
The representative of Netherlands proposed the Commission to conduct a study to decide if it is necessary to improve the safety of these devices.

ANEC, the European Association of Consumers, stated that they shared the concerns of Germany and that if a simple and effective technique exists like in the US it should be considered. 
In reply to ANEC’s comment about the use of hairdryers in the bathroom as a foreseeable use, Commission services explained that Member States interpret that Annex I of the LVD covers also the foreseeable use of electrical equipment, not only the intended use. He reminded that the EU and US systems are different because in the EU, the New Approach legislation is based on the essential requirements that cover all risks and standards are voluntary, which is not the case in the US. Finally, he indicated that there are already products in the market that are adapted to be used in wet environments such as fan heaters.   
The representative of Cyprus said that their legislation on electrical installations is similar to the UK. He said that in principle it would be better to improve the standards for safety in the electrical installations due to the existence of fatal accidents below 60 V. 

The representative of CENELEC stated that some years ago there was not an agreement at international level on a specific Residual Circuit Break for electrical products to be used in a wet environment. He also said that it is a broad issue and that there are several points to be addressed such as the use of appliances under the wet conditions, the foreseeable use of appliances, the installations distribution system rules in different countries including the US. 

The representative of Germany stressed that electrical appliances do not belong in wet environment. He reminded that the logo that forbids the use of hair dryers in wet environment should be made visible which is not the case today. Another point underlined was that today there are technical solutions that can make these products safer. 
The representative of Denmark stated that standards must always represent the state of the art. Since the state of the art has moved forward because solutions are ready in other parts of the world, we should adopt these solutions.

Commission services concluded that this is an important issue concerning the safety of the citizens, and invited Germany to send a summary of the study translated in English. Delegations were invited to send their contributions for discussion during next LVD WP, based on the study but also on the accidents provoked by hairdryers in their territories, and in view of asking CENELEC to examine that information (Action 13)
7.  Information on CENELEC activities (Doc 14)

The CENELEC representative presented an update of the recent activities related to LVD and especially to the work of TC61.
The updated focused on the following topics: 
· M/392 on vulnerable persons
· Temperatures of accessible surfaces
· Cooktop fires 
· CEN/CENELEC & MD/LVD overlap
· Pumps and other electrical appliances for mobile swimming pools
· Deep fat fryers     
Regarding the point on accidents provoked by deep fat fryers in Netherlands, the representative of CENELEC, explained that a meeting was held on 7 January between the representative of TC 61, the Dutch National Committee and the Market Surveillance authority from Netherlands. The specificity in the use of deep fat fryers in Netherlands and Belgium, is that the heating element is in oil and then there is a space of a few centimetres between the bottom and the heating element. If water drops in, it can accumulate and can boil causing bubbles of oil that are ejected. The meeting allowed establishing the basis for basic requirements, test conditions. Netherlands is expected to make a proposal based on this meeting.
The representative of the Netherlands highlighted the good cooperation with CENELEC and the discussion of possible solutions. He also highlighted that, taking into account the shortcoming in the standard, the economic operators should follow the market surveillance authorities' indications so as to make the electrical equipment safe.  
The representative of Germany indicated that in the new LVD there is a requirement to be in line with the UN Convention on the Rights of Persons with Disabilities. He asked CENELEC whether this requirement is considered on the standards. 
CENELEC representative argued that the work in the Committee is covering vulnerable persons based on the RAPEX guidelines that foresee 5 families of vulnerable users. The requirements for very vulnerable persons go beyond the normal standards and the mandate because of the need of specific constructional design and testing requirements. 
In reply to the representative of France about the work progress for pumps and equipment for mobile pools, ANEC stated that they are represented in the TC and WG and that there have been three drafts standards out for enquiry until September. Further work has been done including a meeting in December. She proposed to provide further information in written (Action 14) 
8.  International issues 
a) EU-Korea FTA Agreement (Doc 15)
Commission services, presented the EU-Korea FTA User Guide for Electromagnetic Compatibility (EMC) and Electric Safety Certification:

Following clarifications were made after some questions raised from the Delegations:

· Korean products must comply with the LVD and EMC Directive essential requirements in view of placing the electrical equipment on the EU market and the related harmonised standards give presumption of conformity.   
· A supplier's declaration of conformity is accepted for many electrical products to be marketed in Korea and based if necessary on tests carried out by the EU testing laboratories. For the time being, an exception for 53 products does not accept this conformity assessment procedure.  
· The acceptance by Korean authorities of the list of EU bodies to issue certificates declaring the conformity of the product has been rather slow due to some clarifications required by Korea about the accreditation system in the EU. Commission services said that in principle next updates should be quicker and smoother.  
The EU-Korea FTA User Guide will be published in the LVD/EMC website (Action 15) 

b) Transatlantic Trade and Investment Partnership (TTIP) with US
Commission services, Commission services, indicated that the electrical and electronic products would fall within the scope of the TTIP.  
With regard to tariffs, there are some changes planned in both Parties. Concerning technical rules, for the moment, there are not specific intents on harmonising requirements for specific categories of LVD products. There is a study going on about the possibility to converge on a horizontal basis i.e. on the conformity assessment modules and on the general approach to standardisation. Depending of the outcome, it will be examined whether more specific action in the area of product requirements are necessary. 

Additionally, US had asked the EU to study together cooperation on market surveillance, as it is already the case on EMC and R&TTE areas, and on electronic labelling. 
9. AOB 
a) CE marking of plugs and sockets on the frame of the RoHS Directive  

The representative of Cyprus informed about the fact that plugs, sockets and adaptors for household use are not covered by the LVD and it was a violation of the legislation to put the CE marking on these products. However, Directive 2011/65/EU RoHS requires now the CE marking in all products under its scope. 
b) Atlas on household appliances with child appealing designs
Following the request of ANEC about the formal status of the Atlas, Commission services, Commission Services, explained that the Atlas or any recommendation prepared by ADCO or the Commission do not have a formal status. It is a guide that may help administration, manufacturers or CENELEC when preparing standards.
About the visibility of the Atlas, Commission services explained that the Atlas is an ADCO document, done by market surveillance authorities, and that would be published if there is an ADCO consensus on the validity of the document. Additionally, the document will be examined by the Commission to see if there is a conflict with LVD or harmonised standards (Action 16)
