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Why follow up on social and ethical criteria? 

Deficiencies found: 

› CA: Lack of social requirements and to follow up.  

› Supplier: CoC:s are not followed up  

› Supply chain/Tier 2, 3 …: 

– Work permits, passports and other documents seized 

– Illegal recruitment costs 

– Debt to employers or recruitment agencies - modern 
slavery !! 

– Child labor 

– Illegal salary deductions 

– Offensive treatment 

– Unpaid overtime 

– Discrimination 

– Manipulated activities of official visits 

– Systematic and irrational dismissals 

– Toilet visits supervised
