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EDEXIM database: State of play
Background

In the last DNA meeting COM reported on the latest work carried out as regards EDEXIM and the changes introduced in the system. 

Actions taken since the last meeting

References to background documents, i.e. legal texts and reports of risk assessments, have been provided for the last amendment (Commission Regulation (EU) No 73/2013) to Annex I of Regulation (EC) 689/2008 and have been updated for the other entries. In addition, the legal texts and reports of risk assessments have been updated for several frequently handled chemicals. The last PIC circular XXXVI (December 2012) has been inserted. The summary Article 9 report for 2011 has been made available in the database. COM-JRC has processed 3421 export notifications related to 2012.
The hand-over of the EDEXIM databank to ECHA has been discussed in a meeting between COM-JRC and ECHA in Ispra in December 2012. The discussion was continued in a telephone conference between COM-JRC and ECHA on 21 March 2013. This meeting addressed in particular the IT aspects of the hand-over.
The database and the application software have been maintained. Some bugs observed in the application software have been corrected, and a number of improvements have been implemented. Some of these improvements might not be visible to the end user, but they do improve performance and security.

The administration of preparations has been changed and now the DNAs can no longer change the composition of a preparation introduced by an exporter.
The search for chemicals has been refined. The links to the relevant legislation are displayed as a part of the search results.
The number of statistics available to the administrators has increased.

The HTTPS protocol is working in the test version but the introduction in the production version has been delayed due to problems detected in connection with the download of documents.

The website security has been improved.

Actions in the pipeline

COM-JRC will continue the maintenance of the system and introduce those changes which will be required by PIC circulars or other legal actions. COM-JRC will continue consolidation of the database.
